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Â Introduction:
Â The purpose for this instruction is to make individuals aware of specific changes to 

the Maryland Miss Utility law and how they affect them . In addition certain 
instruction will be given to the creation of the Maryland Underground Facilities 
Damage Prevention Authority (hereafter referred to as the ñAuthorityò) that is being 
created, how it affects everyone, and how to utilize the Authority to hear certain 
complaints. 

Â This presentation will be given in an informal manner. Meaning at any time if 
someone has a question concerning the topic being discussed they should feel free to 
address the instructor at that time.

Â The format will be to reference the Miss Utility law section, and provide information 
as to the meaning of the section and action necessary by the individual to be in 
compliance with the law, as well as certain ramifications if the individual fails to 
comply.

Â This instruction is in no way complete or comprehensive as to every change made in 
the law. It is the individualôs responsibility to read and understand  the law in its 
entirety and to adhere to the changes as they are written.

Part I

Excavation and Demolition 



Law Changes: 

12.103 Homeowner: This subtitle does not apply 
to an excavation or demolition performed or to 
be performed by an owner or lessee of a private 
residence when the excavation or demolition is 
performed or to be performed:
1 entirely on the land on which the private 
residence of the owner or lessee is located; and 
2. without the use of machinery .

Note: It is still in the best interest of safety that a 
homeowner call Miss Utility in advance of any 
excavation.
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(2) Immediately notify the One Call System 
serving the geographic area where the 
emergency excavation or demolition is 
performed to inform the appropriate owner ï
members  of the excavation or demolition area

(c) A person that abuses the emergency 
excavation and demolition procedure set forth in 
this section is subject to penalties under 12-135 
of this subtitle.
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12-124

(b) Notice provided to a One Call System under 
subsection (a) of this section shall indicate:

(1) The location of the proposed excavation or 
demolition 

(2) Whether the proposed excavation or demolition 
is within right of way owned or controlled by the 
Department of Transportation, an administration of the 
Department of Transportation, or the Maryland 
Transportation Authority and if so, the entity and the 
permit number or authorization number obtained from 
that entity; and
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(3) The type of work to be performed in 
connection with the proposed excavation or 
demolition.

(c) (1)  Except as provided in paragraph (2) of 
this subsection, on receiving notice, the One Call 
System shall promptly transmit a copy of the 
ticket to all owner ïmembers in the geographic 
area for that ticket.     

(3) A ticket is valid for 12 business days after 
the day on which the ticket is transmitted by the 
One Call System to an owner ïmember
